As work on the
Norwood Hospital is now
focused on getting the build-
ing weatherized and pro-
tected from the elements,
the site’slandlord, Medical
Properties Trust (MPT), re-
cently made an announce-
ment to the Town of
Norwood.

“As of March 5, 2025,
MPT has accepted and as-
sumed all of Steward's
rights, interest, and obliga-
tions in all contracts, per-
mits, and licensesrelated to
the construction of the new

replacement hospital on the
Property, including the Con-
struction Contract,” said
MPT Senior Vice President of
Operations Rosa Hooper in a
letter to the Town dated April
10.

This coincides with the
Norwood Board of Select-
men being informed | ast week
that construction will resume
onthesitethat would include
“Some work will begin again
in the next few weeks as
MPT is going to — as far as
we've been told — at |east
seal off the building, finish the
roof and do some exterior
work,” said Town Manager

Tony Mazzucco at the meet-
ing. “They want to make
sure the roof isn’t damaged
and make sure there’s no
damage to the work that’s
already been done. They’'re
doing that in preparation or
anticipation of the hospital
being sold to potentially a
new owner.”

Norwood Building In-
spector Gary Pelletier said
the contractor on the site
may already be starting this
work. “Suffolk Construc-
tion, the Building Permit
Holder, has informed me

Middle School
mistakes made
on staffing

Chronic absenteeism also a problem

The Norwood School Committee met on April 10 at the Sav-
age Education Center and discussed projected staffing issues at
the new Coakley Middle School, currently under construction.

School Committee member Teresa Stewart said back in 2021,
they had underestimated the staffing needs of the new Coakley
Middle School, which will be finished in 2025 and will be add-
ing the fifth grade to the school. She said originally they were
looking at adding six full-time positions to the new school.

“That number wasway too low,” she said. “Takealook at our
education plan and all the things we' re trying to accomplish and
that justifies why we need the staff to implement these amazing
things.”

Stewart said they arelooking at, hopefully, adding another 17
full-time equivalent positions. But she said with the current fi-
nancia projection for the Town and Norwood Public Schools
District (NPS), she's not exactly sure they can get all of them.
Stewart said the original timelines and staffing amounts were set
in 2021.

“A lot of things have changed since 2021,” she said. “When
we wrote the education plan and looked at staffing, | think unfor-
tunately we underestimated what we would need.”

Stewart said originally Coakley Principal Margo Fraczek pre-
sented two staffing plans, one for a*“robust” number of teachers
at 17.85 positions and onefor a“basic” plan at 12. Both of these
plans are for the fiscal year 2026.

“Since then, we've al been part of many budget conversa-
tions, and | am not sure we are going to get that robust plan,
unless something drastically changes with the Town,” she said.

Stewart said the schools' budget subcommittee and Fraczek
have been meeting and prioritizing positions for the new school.
“Soif wecan'tget 17.85in, if we can't get 12, what isthe prior-
ity?" she asked. “So that work is going to be ongoing with the
subcommittee and brought back to the School Committee this
spring.”

Stewart also discussed the issue of the fifth grade teachers

going to the Coakley. She said
they have asked all teachersin-
terested in moving to the new
school to let the committee and
administration know so they
can start the process of moving
them around. Stewart pointed
out that these teachers can
come from any elementary
teachers since teaching certifi-
cations aren’t necessarily done
by grade.

“We are going to be putting
out a survey to the elementary
staff over the break to get a
sense of which elementary
teachers are interested in mov-
ing uptothe Coakley,” shesaid.
“Once we have that data, we'll
be able to figure out what the
approach is.”

Stewart said she felt this
work is needed, as separating
al the shared servicesfrom the
elementary schools into the
fifth grade at the Coakley will
be a challenge, and on top of
that the committee has fallen
behind on it.

“There are alot of conver-
sations and analysisto do, and
| know | often say we're be-
hind on things, and | don’t
want to say that in a negative
way but we're behind on this,”
she said. “l want to publicly
talk about it and hold us all
accountable and make sure

that we all work together mov-
ing forward.”

In other news, Mufioz dis-
cussed chronic absenteeismin
the schools as part of the
district’s strategic plan. He
said that schools are working
to reduce chronic absenteeism
among those popul ations hav-
ing the most troublewith it. He
said the definition of “chronic”
is 18 missed days a year or
more.

Mufioz showed that the av-
eragerate of chronic absentee-
ismis 25.9 percent of the dis-
trict, at least for 2023. English
learners, students with dis-
abilities, low-income students
and several populations of
color had much higher rates of
absenteeism than the average.
Low income students had a
38.9 percent rate of chronic
absenteeism, Black studentsa
36.7 rate, American Indian or
Alaskan Native had 37.5 per-
cent, Native Hawaiian or Pa-
cific Islander had 36.7 per-
cent, multi-race non-Hispanic
or Latino had 26.7 percent and
Hispanic or Latino had 41.4
percent.

Mufoz demonstrated a
correlation in MCAS scores
with low income and English
learner students, which make
up 39.6 percent and 14.6 per-

cent of thedistrict respectively.
He said low income students
scored at amost half the rates
of the district averagein ELA
and Math (25to 47 in ELA in
2023 and 22 to 43 in Math in
2023), with English learner
students not performing better
(15t047inELA and 11to 43
in Math for 2023).

Mufioz said they have been
working with families to de-
velop goalsin order to reverse
these trends, and said the most
basic of those goalsisto pro-
vide more Spanish and Portu-
guese language support. They
will aso be providing family
support home visits, utilizing
the Adult English classes as a
platform for students, con-
ducting mid- and end-of-year
engagement surveys, provide
more coaching for profes-
sional development and
implement additional profes-
sional development to provide
more learning structures for
sheltered English immersion
(SEI) for students and teach-
ers.

Consolidation of what
works is the goal. He said
right now many teachers
across the district have their
own strategies for dealing
with theseissues and some are
more successful than others.

At a
minimum, Norwood Hospitd is
under new management.

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Conservation Committee needs you
Seed library now open

For the Norwood Conserva
tion Committee, springiswhere
their effortstruly beginto blos-
som. The committee’sApril 10
meeting in the Norwood Senior
Center marked a fresh season,
primarily bringing good news
and discussing topics like the
upcoming Earth Day Fair, con-
tinuing cooperation with local
corporations and various suc-
cessful conservation projects.

During the tail-end of the
meeting, committee members
talked about the difficult im-
pending task of filling the void
of the leaving of its two long-
est standing members, Peter
Bamber and John Gear, empha-
sizing getting the word out
wherever possible and specifi-
cally talking to community
members who may be a great
fit.

“There’s some incredibly
potent members of our commu-
nity that contribute to conser-
vation initiatives, open space
initiatives, various engineering
and other initiatives, but we get
alittle picky-choosy about what
we contribute to, and | think if
weall act in that way, commis-
sions and boards and commit-
tees end up with slim pickings
or maybe don’t even have
enough gas to run,” said
ConCom  Chair  Steve
Washburn. “So | would just
encourage any member of the
community that takes interest
or passion surrounding open
space, greenspace, trails, engi-
neering or otherwise to think
long and hard about whether or
not they could beacontributive
force to this body because |
think there’'s alot of folks that
would be welcome, | think
there'salot of folks that could
provide an incredible contribu-
tiveforce— and | say thiswith
alot of affection — but tend to
march to the beat of their own
drum, and it would be great to
see them play in the band.”

Looking forward to the
Earth Day Fair on April 21,
members also discussed pos-
sible sources of outreach for
Norwood residents. The
Concom agreed that relevant
materials will be made avail-
ableat thefair, including infor-
mation from the Neponset
River Watershed Association, a
possible map of Norwood that
includeswetlandsand ConCom
lands and a description of what
it takes to be a conservation
commissioner for thoselooking
to apply.

Also highlighted was the
importance of some sort of way
for homeowners to connect
with the commission, espe-
cially following Norwood101,
where residents got to meet
some of thelocal organizations.

“1 think that’skindathe big-
gest gap that | know of, that a
lot of folks just don’'t know
when they should anticipate
interacting with the Conserva-
tion Commission,” said Com-
missioner Kelsey Quinlan. “I
just don’t think alot of people
have any connection between
this board, and how it affects
their neighborhood. Like,
where is the jurisdiction?’

Smiling from ear to ear,
Commissioners also talked
about the newly-functioning
seed library at the Morrill Me-
moria Library. Locals can go
tothelibrary, choosefive pack-
etsof seed, signtheir nameand
write down what exactly they
took. Vegetable seeds, herb
seeds, native grass and native
flower seeds and ornamental
flower seeds are al available.
Following the work of volun-
teers, library staff and helping
sort through seeds and gaining
seed donation information, and
with funding through the
Norwood Cultural Council,
Massachusetts Cultural Coun-
cil, and the commission itself,
the hopeisthat during autumn,
the library gains seed diversity
through people donating their
seeds; they also hope to teach
thoseinterested how to prepare
native seeds for germination.

Three native redbud trees
wererecently planted at Endean
Park aswell. With plansin the
works for a greenhouse at
Endean, high school students,
in collaboration with Norwood
Conservation Agent Carly
Rocklen, looked at aternative
spotsfor the greenhouse down-
hill from trees and the existing
food forest to allow enough
spacefor it to grow down slope.

Rocklen also worked with
David Mackwell, representing
Moderna, to ensure changes
made to their security island
would lead to enough pervious
surfaces to counter the amount
of impervious surface they
were planning on adding.
Moderna plans to install two
landscapeislandsin their park-
ing lot that were previously re-
moved, covering it in mulch
and native woody plants, add-
ing an additional 79 square feet
of pervious surface than origi-

nally proposed.
FM Global is likely to be
moving forward with

stormwater inspectionslessfre-
quently. According to Rocklen,
the company reports good out-
comes on the inspections fol-
lowing improvements, with ev-
erything going to plan.

The Massachusetts Depart-
ment of Environmental Protec-
tions Climate Resilience 1.0
regulation package public com-
ment period has been extended
by 60 days up until April 30,
specifically asking local con-
servation committees for their

own thoughts and opinions on
the proposed plans.

“Whenever we're
through MACC or our relation
with Mass. DEP or otherwise
— welcome to provide some
feedback or input, well, speak
now or forever hold your
peace,” said Washburn. “Don’'t
complainlater if you' re not sat-
isfied with discrepancies be-
tween federal, state, local regu-
lations and otherwise because
thisis a cool way to put your
two [centg] in.”

According to Rocklen, the
department aims to use more
updated data to take into ac-
count greater rainfall asaresult
of climate change, encourage
the use of environmental design
and seeks more consistency
between the state regulations

Norfolk County Register
of Deeds William P.
O’'Donnell today reminded
homeowners about the im-
portance of filing for Home-
stead Protection.

In 2023 there were 9,693
decelerations of Homestead
filed at the Norfolk County
Registry of Deeds, 14% less
than in 2022.

“If you own a home, and
it isyour primary residence,
you have an automatic home-
stead exemption of $125,000.
However, if youfileaDecla
ration of Homestead at the
Registry of Deeds, the ex-
emption increases to
$500,000. The Homestead
Law provides a homeowner
with limited protection
against the forced sale of
their primary residenceto sat-
isfy unsecured debt up to
$500,000 if they have filed.
This is especialy important
when you consider that for
most of us, a home is our
most val uable asset. Consum-
ers should take steps to pro-
tect that asset,” noted Norfolk
County Register of Deeds
William P. O’ Donnell.

Another feature of the
Homestead Law isthe allow-
ancefor thefiling of an Eld-
erly Homestead Declaration,
which defines an elder as a
person who is 62 years of
age or older and provides
protection of $500,000 for
each qualified person.

The Register further
noted, “In March of 2011,
the Homestead L aw was up-
dated so that a valid Home-
stead is not terminated when
refinancing a mortgage.
Other changes that took
place back in 2011 state that
a Homestead can provide
protections for a primary
home even if it isheld in a
trust. The definition of apri-
mary residence was al so ex-

panded to include a manufac-
tured or mobile home.”

A Declaration of Home-
stead also protects the sale
proceeds if the home is sold
for up to one year after the
date of the sale or on the date
when a new home is pur-
chased with the proceeds,
whichever comes first. Addi-
tionally, if the home is dam-
aged by a fire, for example,
the insurance proceeds are
protected for two years after
the date of the fire or on the
date when the home is recon-
structed or anew homeis pur-
chased, whichever is earlier.

Whilethe Homestead Stat-
ute providesimportant protec-
tions for homeowners, it is
important to note that certain
debts are exempt from protec-
tion under the Homestead Act.
These include federal, state,
and local tax liens, as well as
mortgages contracted for the
purchase of a primary home
and nursing homeliens. Most
other mortgages, debts, and
encumbrances existing prior
tothefiling of the Declaration
of Homestead, along with pro-
bate court executions for
spousal and child support, are
also not covered under the
Homestead Protection Statute.

Declarations of Homestead
arerecorded at the Registry of
Deeds for a state-imposed fee
of $36.00. Additional informa-
tion about the Homestead Law
and the forms are available at
no cost by going to the
Registry’s  website at
www.norfolkdeeds.org.

Register O’ Donnell con-
cluded, “1 want to reiterate that
aHomestead provides limited
protection against the forced
sale of ahomeowner’sprimary
residence to satisfy unsecured
debt up to $500,000.

Norwood's Old Parish Preservation Volunteers (OPPV),
the non-profit organization founded in 2018 whose mission
isto restore, enhance, and raise public awareness of the Old
Parish Cemetery in Norwood has been informed that the
Board of Trustees of the Association for Gravestone Studies

Dear Wanting: If you
claim your Social Security
to start in the month you
turn 63, you’ll be claiming
4 years before your full re-
tirement age (FRA) of 67,
which means your monthly
benefit at 63 will be about
25% less than it would be
if you claimed SS at age
67. Andif you are working
before your FRA, you'll be
subject to Social
Security’s “earnings test.”

The 2024 earnings limit
for those collecting early
Social Security benefitsis
$22,320 (thislimit changes
annually). If your annual
earnings exceed the limit,
Social Security will assess
a penalty of $1 for every
$2 you are over the limit.
They will recover that pen-
alty amount by withhold-
ing future benefits until
they recover what you
owe. If your work earnings
are under the annual limit,
you will get all your
monthly SS benefits. But if
you exceed the limit, they
will find that out after you
submit your income tax re-
turn (the following year)
and issue you an overpay-
ment notice, telling you
how much you owe for ex-
ceeding the limit last year.
They will then withhold
your benefits until they get
back what you owe, or you
can repay them in a lump
sum. To avoid the overpay-
ment notice, it is best to
inform Social Security in
advance that you will ex-
ceed the annual earnings
limit, and they will simply
withhold your monthly SS

AMAC Certified Social

benefits during the year
for enough months to
avoid overpaying you.

So, what you should do
depends largely on how
much your earnings from
your new work-at-home
position will be. If your
earnings are below the an-
nual limit, no penalty will
be assessed. If you only
exceed the annual limit by
a little bit, then you can
still work and earn and
simply repay them what is
owed for exceeding the
limit (or have your SS ben-
efit temporarily withheld).
If you only exceed the
earnings limit by a little,
you'll still get benefitsfor
most months of the year.
But if you significantly
exceed the annual earnings
limit, you could even be
ineligible to receive SS
benefits until you either
earn less or reach your full
retirement age (the earn-
ings limit goes away at
your FRA).

So, what you should do
depends on what “a cut in
income” means in terms of
your expected annual earn-
ings amount. If your total
annual earningswill be un-
der the annual limit, your
SS benefit won't be af-
fected. If you only exceed
thelimit by alittle bit, then
you will get SS benefitsfor
most months of the year.
But if your annual earnings
are significantly over each
year’'s annual earnings
limit, then you won't get
SS benefits for most
months of the year and may
even be temporarily ineli-
gible to receive benefits.

It now will have no ef-
fect on the survivor benefit
she will get as your future
widow.
